I Field Update – Pat O'Neil:

· roller needed ($1200); must be transferred between sites; perhaps baseball may need it as well and we could share the costs??; need a tractor to pull the roller (YMS or township); 

· Brownsburg Park needs a shed to house supplies; must be presented to Township for approval; try to get a permanent key for Pavilion to keep supplies temporarily;

· 15 – 20% over budget for field costs for the season

· Transcend fields will be closed after this Friday

· Need to buy 4 large goals for Brownsburg Park – (with 6-8 nets)

· Need some “field closed” signs 

· Field #1 – held up well, needs seeded, air, close for Spring

· Field 2 – needs roller, bad shape, close for Spring

· Field 3 – good shape, keep open for Spring

· Field 4, 5, 6 – closed for Spring

· Approval for running pipes for irrigation (2010); sprinkler heads need to be installed (Fields 1-5) (Phase 2 in 2011)

· Budget for next year – ask for additional parking

· Washington Crossing Park – Field #2 should be shut down and fixed for Spring;

· Recycling is not picked up so need solution for this for next year;

· Sol Finestone – move goals off fields this weekend;

· Goals for next year – Sol Finstone games minimized (use for older kids) and use Brownsburg more for 6-8 year olds; find contractor to run the snack shed and share profits

· Need to buy new large line making machine that can use large gallons of paints

I Intramural Feedback

· May not do clinics next year; instead, perhaps have a trainer for each 4-5 year old team for the first few practices; this would also help train coaches for 3v3 game format; 

· 3v3 at the 6-7 year old age group is difficult b/c one good kid can control the game; but is good b/c lots of touches per kid; prevents the bunching up of kids in larger groups; kids got lots of exercise; learn passing; possible solution is to have some of the skills development kids play up with the 7-8 year intramural teams; 

· want to include training at every level for every team, from multiple training sources;

· this was a short season due to weather; rained out so only had 6-7 games; suggest playing games during week; 

· 6-7 year old girls played 4v4 – well received and worked well;

· occasionally, poor sportsmanship noticed; need to more clearly define the code of conduct; expectations for the sidelines; rotating, run up scores; perhaps produce a brochure or coach's manual including code of conduct, game rules, etc.; come up with something that can be sent to everyone, coaches, parents;

· suggestion to have coaches talk to the ref before the game to make sure that everyone is on the same page;
